Dear Parents, 

Below is a little day by day outline of work for the children. I can’t stress enough that these are all suggested activities. I know I have far too much but I wanted to give you plenty of ideas and options. NONE of the work is compulsory but if you are doing any work try to do some work in their text books and their sound of the week. The worksheets included below are for any eager beavers! I know it looks like I have loads but honestly it’s just ideas and maybe it is better to be looking at it than for it or trying to come up with work yourself when I know everyone has enough to be doing.
I know there is a lot of information out there at the moment recommending apps & books etc for children but there are 2 programmes I think would be very beneficial for your child they are Sounds Like Phonics and Bua na Cainte 
I have outlined how to access these below. If for any reason you need help please contact the school email and I will get in touch with any support you need asap. 
For their literacy I will be referring to the book Sounds Like Phonics a lot. (https://slp.cjfallon.ie/) If the link won’t work type ‘Sounds Like Phonics Online’ into Google, click on Activity Book A, then click unit 4 for our sound of the week which is z this week. The children will be familiar with the activities here and they will really help you when approaching a new sound with your child. 
I have included a template for the upcoming sounds. Print these out if you can and add them to their sound folder as we cover them. I know I gave you (ie, ee & or sounds) but I will actually leave these for now as they are tricky. 

If you want to do some Gaeilge then I recommend you download Bua na Cainte. Unfortunately this has to be downloaded onto a laptop. It is the programme we use in class. The children have covered Mé Féin, An Scoil, Bia, Caitheamh Aimsire, An Aimsir and Éadaí so stick with these. The children really enjoy Bua and they wouldn’t require a lot of help once they are set up. In Ócáidí Speisialta click An Cháisc for 2 lessons and a Rainn for them about Easter.  If you don’t have a laptop check out Abair Liom A on the Folens website. Claire sent details of how to access this. Discuseion
of his type of comparison will be important to ensure that the children's focus is on the count
and not on the appearance of the objects.
